
Enreca Health – Danish Research Network for International Health has been operating as a 
technical forum since 2004, aiming at facilitating the integration of research for health into relevant 
development programmes and activities. The Network builds on the so-called ENRECA partnerships 
with institutions, organisations and networks in low-income countries. It fosters cross-institutional 
and multi-sectoral interaction bringing social and medical scientists into meaningful dialogue and 
promotes genuine partnerships between the South and the North. The expertise of the resource 
base in the South and the North covers many different aspects of global health, comprising both 
applied and basic research, ranging from a focus on health systems to individual diseases. The 
focus of the Network is on international health but with due consideration given to the debate on 
globalisation and the thinking related to the field of global health. 

The vision of the Network is to be a multi-disciplinary proactive forum for enhancement of health 
related research and of development partnerships as a means to improving health in low-income 
countries. This entails being at the forefront in a changing socio-economic and cultural context, 
in order to be better prepared to assist in the development of research based quality health ser-
vice delivery for the benefit of populations most in need. The overall objective of the Network is to 
strengthen the dialogue and interaction between research and development assistance in interna-
tional health as a means of improving health in low-income societies, in line with the principles of 
Danish international development aid and the needs of partners in the South.
